③ Guidance on places to move to and financial assistance for the cost of moving, etc., will be provided to 
tenants in alignment with rebuilding plans, and assistance will also be provided to tenants intending to 
return to their homes after rebuilding has been completed to lighten the burden of rent. ( * )

* Briefing sessions and moving guidance in alignment with rebuilding plans will only be provided for tenants who have 

concluded fixed-term rental contracts.
